PROJECTED TAX PAYMENTS TO BRECKINRIDGE COUNTY

New Frontiers will contribute at least $5.6 million in additional funding to the local government over the 
project’s 35-year life, which would be at least a 577% increase in the revenue the land is currently generating. 
This includes at least $135,900 directly to Breckinridge County School District in the first year alone.
